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The purpose of the book review is to enhance comprehensive understanding and
critical thinking by acquiring foundational knowledge of the subject "Introduction to
World Missions."

a. The review should be approximately 1,200 characters in length.
The book must be one of the designated texts.

c. Examine the author's academic orientation (not their biography or career) and
the characteristics presented in the selected work.

d. Demonstrate that you have read and understood the entire book.

e. Provide a critical evaluation of the author, offering your perspective (the

critique does not necessarily need to be negative).
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The purpose of the presentation is to further deepen understanding of the subject
"Introduction to World Missions" and to develop more effective participation in class.

a. In the essay, choose one missionary from the provided list, research them
according to the outlined criteria, and present your findings during class.

b. The presentation should last 15 minutes, followed by a Q&A session where
you will respond to questions from your fellow students.

c. After discussing the topic in class, groups will present their findings.

d. Additional points will be awarded to teams based on the level of engagement
in the discussion and presentation.

e. All presented materials will be shared with the class.
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Essay

a. Select one missionary who has had a significant impact on world missions and
research them according to the following subheadings:

1. The missionary’s childhood and upbringing

ii. The missionary’s conversion, calling, and commitment

iii. The missionary’s preparation, including their educational journey

iv. The beginning of their mission and specific ministry efforts

v. The missionary’s final years

vi. The missionary’s family (children, spouse) and their relationship with the
missionary

vii. The relationship between the missionary, the home church, mission agencies,
and the local field of ministry

viii. Analysis and study of the missionary's distinctive mission characteristics and
principles

ix. The missionary's theological ideas and faith background

x. The missionary’s contributions, lessons, and both positive and negative
evaluations



xi. A memorable episode gained from this research

xii. Confirmation of the missionary calling and meaning obtained through this
research

xiii. Bibliography

b. The essay should be 1,600 characters in length, and all 12 subheadings must be
included.

c. Footnotes are not required, but the content must be summarized and written in
your own words.

d. The use of pre-summarized materials from the internet or ChatGPT is not
allowed.

e. In the parts concerning summary and evaluation, you must express your own
views.

f. The content of the essay will be included in your class presentation and will be
evaluated accordingly.

g. The essay and presentation must be submitted and presented at the designated
time.
