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Tasks and criteria of assessment
1. Weekly Quiz (40%)
1) Vocabulary Test: By memorizing words related to basic grammar structures, students will
lay the foundation to smoothly interpret basic sentences.
2) Translation, Parsing, and Interpretation: Using acquired grammatical knowledge and
skills, students will translate, parse, and interpret basic Biblical Hebrew texts.
i. Memorize repetitive phrases and expressions.
ii. Understand grammatical points inductively by interpreting simple sentences.
iii. Comprehend the overall structure of Biblical Hebrew.
3) Criteria
HD) Clearly understands all grammatical situations presented in the quiz questions and
makes no mistakes in reading. Translates through sentence analysis and word
decomposition. Demonstrates excellent understanding of the presented grammar.
D) Understands all grammatical situations in the quiz questions and reads accurately without
major difficulty. Can decompose and analyze most words.
C) Understands grammatical situations in the quiz but not sufficiently. Nevertheless, can
almost accurately interpret sentences or words by understanding the flow of the text.
P) Insufficient understanding of the grammatical situations, leading to some interpretation
mistakes, but still possesses a general knowledge of Biblical Hebrew. Has at least a minimal
understanding of word meanings or sentence structure relationships and can provide a
rough interpretation.
N) Lacks general understanding of Biblical Hebrew, unable to solve quiz problems and
unprepared for the exam. Cannot understand sentences or grammatical aspects.

2. Midterm Exam (30%)
Using the grammar knowledge and vocabulary acquired from weeks 1-6, students will break
down, translate, and interpret simple sentences.



1) Explanation of grammatical elements
2) Parsing and explanation of sentences
3) Break down, translate, and interpret a given Biblical Hebrew passage

4) Criteria

HD) Clearly understands all grammatical situations and can accurately break down sentences
and words for translation and interpretation. Demonstrates excellent understanding of
grammar presented in the exam.

D) Demonstrates a comprehensive understanding of the grammar in the exam and can break
down and analyze sentences effectively.

C) Understands the grammar of all exam questions, but not fully. Can still interpret sentences
or words with almost accurate meaning, understanding the overall flow.

P) Lacks sufficient understanding of the exam’s grammatical situations, showing errors in
interpretation, but has general knowledge of Biblical Hebrew. Understands minimal word
meaning or sentence structure relationships and can give rough interpretations.

N) Lacks understanding of Biblical Hebrew and cannot solve most exam problems.
Unprepared for the exam. Has no understanding of the sentences or grammatical
components.

3. Final Exam (30%)
By directly using dictionaries and grammar, students will strengthen their ability to interpret Biblical
Hebrew texts. They will be assessed on their ability to break down, analyze, and translate Biblical
Hebrew texts using acquired grammar and vocabulary.

1) Interpret a given Hebrew passage

2) Explain the grammatical elements and relationships through parsing

3) Memorize extended word meanings

4) Criteria

HD) Accurately understands all grammatical elements and relationships in the presented
sentences. Can read and write with correct pronunciation. Independently analyzes words,
referring freely to dictionaries and commentaries. Can clearly explain changes in Hebrew
vowels and verbs. Provides a unique and well-understood interpretation or analysis.

D) Understands the exam situation well, with no awkwardness in interpretation or analysis.
Shows independent interpretation based on the original meaning of words (no missed
issues).

C) Understands the exam problems well and the interpretations are similar to existing
translations (with almost no missed issues).

P) Meets the basic standards for interpretation and analysis (natural sentence interpretation,
word meanings) and makes no mistakes in interpreting simple sentences dealing with
fundamental Biblical Hebrew grammar.

N) Does not understand the exam problems well and lacks consistency in interpretation and
analysis. Cannot solve most problems and struggles with reading and writing.
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
