D) You should be able to complete 5 tasks above in a good level. At least, the first four tasks
should be described fully.

C) You should able to complete all the 5 tasks above in a certain level. At least, the first four
tasks should be reflected in your book review.

P) 3 of 5 tasks should be reflected in your book review. At least, contributions of the book and
your criticism on it should be remarked.

N) When less than 3 of 5 tasks will be given in your book review, in particular, if you don’t
understand the author’s thesis, your criticism on the book will not be described, or an
overdue, you will fail this assessment.

2. Submit a critical essay on the influence of linguistics, archaeology, theology, church
history or cultural perspective (etc.) in the interpretation (1,500 ms-words) (30%).

1) Goal: You should be able to demonstrate your academic/critical ability on a specific topic.
In this essay, you should be able to analyse the influence of a specific area to biblical
hermeneutics, to describe it in a logical way, to systematize it, to interpret the topic with your
academic creativity, and to demonstrate your contributions in your essay.

2) Tasks:

i) Raise issues clearly in your selected topic. Raise the importance of the topic you selected.
ii) Follow the manuals of academic principles.

i) Refer materials sufficiently: referred properly? Make footnotes and bibliography in an
acceptable manner.

iv) Express logical fluency of your interpretation.

v) Reach critical conclusion in your own view; any hermeneutical contribution?

3) Criteria

1) Goal: You should be able to demonstrate your Interpretation ability of a specific passage in
the Bible. In this essay, you should be able to interpret a selected passage by yourself
following hermeneutical principles, to describe it in a logical way, to systematize it, to interpret



the passage with your theological creativity, and to demonstrate your contributions in your
essay.

2) Tasks:

i) Raise issues clearly in your selected passage in Bible. Define the genre of the selected
passage.

ii) Follow the manuals of interpretation principles.

i) Refer materials sufficiently: referred properly? Make footnotes and bibliography in an
acceptable manner.

iv) Express logical fluency of your interpretation.

v) Reach critical conclusion in your own view; any hermeneutical contribution?
