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This postgraduate course unit introduces students to intercultural mission, providing an
overview of key biblical, cultural, historical, and strategic aspects of mission. It furnishes
students with data to understand and evaluate various expressions of Christian mission.
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At the end of this unit students will be able to:

1) construct a biblical and theological and philosophical basis for Christian

intercultural mission

2) explain key historical, cultural and strategic perspectives related to the practice of

intercultural mission

3) analyse the origins and constructed nature of ‘interculturality’

4) evaluate diverse expressions of Christian mission from theological, cultural and

strategic perspectives, taking account of recent developments in missiology and

interculturalism

5) apply perspectives covered in this unit to the contemporary practice of mission

and/or evangelism within a leadership setting
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Topics will include a broad selection of the following:

e biblical definitions of mission, Missio Dej; the uniqueness of Christ and the Gospel

e the biblical imperative for mission and church growth; an incarnational model of

mission

e key issues in contemporary theology and practice of mission
e evaluation of contemporary forms of mission from a theological perspective
e constructing a personal theology of mission
e foundations of inteculturalism in mission
2) Historical Perspectives on Mission, such as:

e lessons drawn from mission history for the contemporary practice of mission

e the need to discard legacies of colonialism, paternalism and missionary triumphalism
