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Weekly Reading Reflection Assignment:

Book Reading & Reflection Each week, students are required to read a designated portion of the
book and write a response to the professor's questions, which will then be submitted to the LMS.
(Each response should be 300 words/Total 2400 words; once per semester) (40%) After
reading the assigned portion of the book, students will submit their responses (2-3 paragraphs)
to the questions provided by the professor after each class. Total of 8 submissions (40%).

Objective:

This exercise aims to grasp essential concepts of ethical issues in pastoral counseling
through designated readings. Each week, the professor selects chapters from textbooks
related to the lectures, assigns reading tasks, and provides focused "questions" for
students to concentrate on while reading, prompting them to articulate their opinions in
response.

Evaluation Criteria (Weekly):

i) Have important concepts (author's arguments) been thoroughly understood through
the reading?

ii) Are students gaining insights by synthesizing key points related to the course?

iii) Are students discovering critical thinking and points of contention through the
reading?

iv) Are students expressing their own positions on these points of contention? And are
they providing specific evidence to support their opinions?

v) Are students gaining practical wisdom applicable to counseling practice through this
reading?

Evaluation Standards:

HD) Students must excellently demonstrate the five criteria mentioned above. They should
particularly articulate clear critiques and present firm evidence for their opinions.

D) Students must faithfully present the five criteria mentioned above. They should
demonstrate achievements that adhere to at least the first four criteria.

C) Students must present the five criteria mentioned above to a certain level. They should
provide writing that reflects at least the first four criteria. P) Students must write



incorporating at least three or more of the five criteria mentioned above. They should also
contribute both positive and critical aspects of the selected book.

N) If students reflect three or fewer of the five criteria mentioned above, fail to grasp the
author's intentions, fail to present critical aspects, or submit past the deadline, they fall
into this category
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Book Reading Report (30%):

By reading the selected book, the student will reflect on the importance of family ministry and
family counseling in the pastoral counselor’s personal life, home, church, and the field of
pastoral counseling. One paper, 1800 words. (30%).

(1) One page book review, (2) One page explanation of why ministry related to marriage and
family must be an essential part of Christian ministry in modern society, (3) Practical
application from the perspective of pastoral practical theology: From the author’s viewpoint,
how can marriage coaching be applied to address family conflicts occurring within the church
(or ministry context)? (4) What were your personal growth points as a counselor through this
reading?

Objective:
Through this reading, the counselor (pastor) will write a report identifying areas for

improvement to enhance their abilities in family ministry and family counseling—not
only for themselves personally, but also within their own family, church, and the field
of pastoral counseling.

Evaluation Method:
i) Has the student demonstrated a thorough understanding of the selected book? Are they
accurately grasping the author’s main arguments?
ii) Has the student clearly understood the importance of marriage and family counseling
as emphasized by the author?
iii) From the author’s perspective, is the student able to analyze the family conflicts
experienced by church members (within the ministry context)?
iv) Has the student developed counseling skills for resetting boundaries in response to
family conflicts among church members?
v) How will the insights gained from the selected book be applied to various areas of
pastoral counseling?

Evaluation Criteria:
HD) Responses must adhere excellently to the five criteria mentioned above, reflecting on
oneself as a pastor and providing outstanding opinions on caring for congregants.
D) Responses must adhere faithfully to the five criteria mentioned above, reflecting on
oneself as a pastor and providing opinions on caring for congregants. They should
demonstrate achievements that adhere to at least the first four criteria.
C) Responses must present the five criteria mentioned above to a certain level, reflecting
at least the first four criteria.
P) Responses must reflect at least three or more of the five criteria mentioned above. They
should also contribute both positive and critical aspects of the selected book.



N) If responses reflect three or fewer of the five criteria mentioned above, fail to include

self-reflection, fail to grasp the author's intentions, or are submitted past the deadline, they

fall into this category.
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Group Presentation Report

Group Presentation (30%): Marriage and Family Ministry in the Church

Students will design and present a marriage and family ministry program for use in pastoral
settings based on a given topic. They are to develop a detailed implementation plan, present
it during class, and lead a class discussion. (30%)

Objective:

The objective of this assignment is to help students grow as effective pastoral counselors
in real ministry settings. By researching, planning, and presenting a practical marriage
and family ministry program needed in the church, students will not only contribute to
the completion of a useful program but also foster their development as counseling
leaders through class-wide discussions.

Content:

Group 1: Premarital Counseling and Program for the Church

Group 2: Marital Conflict Counseling and Restoration Program

Group 3: Parent Education and Child-Rearing Program in the Church

Group 4: Recovery and Healing Program for Middle-aged and Elderly Adults

Presentation Guidelines:

Groups of 3 to 5 students will be formed on a first-come, first-served basis
(4 groups total).

Each group will prepare and present a PowerPoint presentation (40 minutes)
on the assigned class date.

Presentation materials must be submitted to the professor two days
before the presentation.

At the end of the presentation, the group must lead a class discussion
by preparing related questions or topics.

After the presentation, each group member must submit a one-page reflection
on the presentation.



Evaluation Criteria:
HD) High Distinction: Demonstrates outstanding analysis and understanding of the
topics, using both the textbook and other resources. The presentation should have
original insights, effective problem-solving, and clear applications.
D) Distinction: Shows a well-prepared analysis and evaluation, incorporating insights
from various references with some originality. The presentation materials should be
thorough, with a challenging conclusion.
C) Credit: Provides a developed analysis and critique based on relevant references, with
moderately advanced insights. Presentation materials should be organized and well-
prepared.
P) Pass: Shows a basic understanding of the material with adequate analysis, even if
lacking originality. Presentation must still be well-prepared.
N) Not Satisfactory: Lacks sufficient reading, analysis, and preparation for the topic,
and/or fails to present adequately on the assigned date.
