b. Choose one of the topics in Old Testament Theology mentioned during class, study
it in depth, and write a coherent “essay” on the topic.

c. Simply summarizing class materials and adding your thoughts will earn a basic
score; if you expand the paper using additional books and articles, you will
receive extra credit.

d. The narrower the topic, the better. For example, instead of “Covenant Theology,” it
is better to write on the Sinai Covenant, Abrahamic Covenant, or Davidic
Covenant; instead of “Spirit of the Law,” topics such as the theology of Leviticus,
theology of purity laws, theology of the atonement offering, or theology of
Deuteronomy are preferred.

e. It does not need to follow the format of a formal academic paper, but citing various
sources in footnotes will result in extra credit.
