the issue(s) with specific evidences.

2. Submit a 2,400-word exegetical essay on one of the following topics (40%):

A. What signs or symbols did God use when making covenants with humanity? Compare and
exegete the covenants made with Noah, Abraham, and Moses, and explain how they
developed through the Pentateuch.

B. Study the early and later years of Solomon; examine how each stage aligns with God's
expectations as described in Deuteronomy 17:14-20. Apply this to our modern lives.

1) Goal: This assignment assesses students' understanding and comparison of theological
resources and methods, theological exegesis, critical ability, and individual theological
creativity.

i. Accurately understand the content and significance of the question for the
chosen essay.
ii. Follow the methods of the exegesis of the Old Testament.
